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ABSTRACT : Bengali has both sentence negation and lexical negation. This
paper deals with the sentence negation of this language mainly. The various
non-negative uses of n@, which otherwise marks the sentence negation, have been
investigated here. Although many typologists believe that Bengali has a surface
and deep Vi*NEG word order, it is suggested in this paper that the surface
V+NEG order is of recent. perhaps non-Indo-Aryan origin.

1.1. »@ marks the cases of sentence nagations in Bengali, while the
markers for the lexical negatives are many, viz., o-, an—, ni-, nir—, nis—, ni-,
nei~, be—, etc. The lexical negation is also expressed by a few postpositives,
